     The reception of Holy Communion at home, by any sick and homebound  
parishioner who is unable to attend church services, is a unique and special 
blessing and a sign of support and concern shown by the Christian  
community of IC parish. This home visit by an IC trained and mandated  
Minister of Care, represents Christõs presence and manifests faith and charity on 
behalf of the whole community toward those who cannot be present at Mass 
to receive the Eucharist.  
     Upon arrival, the Minister shares scripture readings and the Eucharist and 
prays with the recipient. This is a reverent and respectful time of fellowship 
and peace. Arrangements can be made according to the specific needs of the 

individual requesting the visit and can be scheduled on a weekly basis or as needed. This Ministry of Care home visit to  
distribute the Holy Communion, is a service provided by IC and  is available upon request made to our IC Parish Office.
