Mass and Sacrament Schedule 
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What Goes Into Holy Week And Easter? 

 
As we celebrate this Easter Sunday, we celebrate the Mystery of our Faith. From the  
moment Jesus is born, it is the Cross and Resurrection that the Father prepares for him. 
 
It is prefigured by Abraham and Isaacñselfless sacrifice and trust in God. 
It is prepared by Moses ð we are led by Godõs chosen from slavery to freedom. 
It is anticipated by David ð a humble king who seizes victory from a powerful foe.  
The other prophets shared in his life because they too were ôled by the Spirit.õ 
We see all of Scripture as the structure built upon Jesus, the cornerstone. He is the  
fulfillment of the Law and Prophets. The Beginning and the End.  
 
Holy Week traces the whole of this story of Scripture and its supreme dramatic moment:  
The Last Supper (Holy Thursday), The Passion (Good Friday), The (Seeming) Victory of Death (Holy Saturday),  
the Triumph of God ( Easter Sunday). 
 
On Palm Sunday, we anticipate the Cross and remind ourselves that in our faith Jesus is everything. 
 
During the week, we prepare and pray. The Chrism Mass on Tuesday at Holy Name Cathedral prays for the  
Diocese and Priests, and distributes the holy oils each parish uses for Baptisms, Confirmations, and Anointings. 
We bless ourselves in the ministry we do in His name. 
 
On Holy Thursday, I washed the feet of His disciples, reminding myself in humility that I was called to His 
Priesthood, a priesthood of service and sacrifice. 
 
On Good Friday, we remind ourselves of the true power of sin: division, hatred, blindness ñoften of our own 
faults, and the all-too-human desire to scapegoat our problems onto someone else. That power and ferocity  
Jesus placed on his shoulders and carried in his soul. The Innocent for the guilty. Only He can heal us, so we 
must place our faith in Him.  
 
On Holy Saturday, at the Vigil, the Church is covered in  
darkness, but a single candle is lit. òA flame into many flames 
divided, but not diminished by sharing its lightéó we pray. That 
single light, symbolizing the undying light of Christ,  
graciously given to us by grace and revelation. It is in this  
dramatic context that we retrace that grace at work in history 
and welcome our newest members into the Church in Baptism 
and the Sacraments. 
 
At last, Easter Sunday, where we fully acknowledge the  
Resurrection, from late at night Saturday into our morning 
Masses. We welcome the new light of light with joy.  
 
It is no wonder that most staff are exhausted after this week! -
we really do put our heart and soul to honor this most  
important element of our faith. We thank you too for being 
with us and hope that the renewal of this day allows you to 
share in this joy every week with the Church at prayer. We 
confront each day the power that put Jesus on the Cross, but 
we are the messengers that say, òTruly, He is Risen!ó 
 
Take the time to be with Him, share in His victory, and share 
His victory with the world.
