15 year old teen, Blessed Carlo Acutis (soon to be 
Saint), catalogued the 154 Appeals of Our Lady,  
Apparitions and Marian Shrines of the World in 
forty countries. You will see beautiful art, read 

wonderful stories, and see Carlo Acutis’  
illustrations. People are saying this is the best 

  exhibition they have ever seen. You are the judge. 
 
Things you should try to see:  

• Stand inside the Cross of Jesus Christ—85 ft. long and 40 ft. wide, slowly turn around and 
you will think you are in the Vatican just by seeing the beautiful art. 

• Visit the Altar of the Immaculate Conception at the foot of the cross, and the Carlo Acutis Altar. 

• Visit the Barque of St. Peter, which stands for the whole Roman Catholic Church. 

• Next to the Barque, you will see the Holy Fathers Altar that shows images of every Pope from St. Peter to  
       Pope Leo XIV. 

• See The Rosary Bead and look at the six panels. 

• Visit the Relics of the Holy Family and other Saints. Feel Free to touch the glass as you offer your prayers up to 
them. If you want to fill out a slip with your Prayer Intentions, the Rosary Guild will remember them in our 
monthly Rosary for three months.

Fr. Matt who will extend another invitation.

Question:  
Does watching Mass on TV fulfill my Sunday obligation? 
 
Answer:  
In the age of instant communication, email, voice mail and  
teleconferencing, many people wonder if these media of  
communication can be used for sacraments. Many priests, I am sure, 
have had people ask about going to confession on the phone. While it 
may seem like a convenient way to do things, there are many reasons 
why we don't.  
 
Watching the Mass on television can be a good thing, especially for 
those who are shut-in. But it really doesn’t fulfill our obligation. The 
obligation to attend Mass is more than just simply listening to the Mass 
or following the prayers and the readings. Gathering together as a  
community of faith is important. Sacraments are community events 
where we encounter God and one another. When we gather together, 
we are most visibly the Church, the Body of Christ. Besides, television 
is a one-way medium. It allows us to watch without really being able to 
give a response. In faith, our response is as important as anything that 
we hear. We need to take an active part in the religious expression of
