Mass and Sacrament Schedule 
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Holy Week 

In an instant, we are at the end of our Lenten Season. Forty days really is very little 
time, especially when so much is happening. 
 
After Easter, I will outline some of our future planning: current projects, the  
Capital Campaign, and the state of our parish as we near the end of our  
ôchurch yearõ (July to July). 
 
In the meantime, I thought I might share with you some insights from this Lent:  
 
1) Confessions have been a beautiful experience this Lenten Season. Fr. Michael and I have noted that many  
people have made use of the Sacrament even after many decades. In my experience, as a place where we  
encounter His mercy and grace, it is perhaps one of the most meaningful aspects of my priesthood. I am  
routinely humbled by the humility, sincerity, and honesty of others ñthose who place themselves before the 
mercy of God. 
 
Even for me, it renews in my own heart a more regular reception of the Sacrament. I cannot be an instrument of 
His mercy if I do not receive it myself.  
 
2) Our Candidates and Catechumens ð Isabella, Angelina, Kayla, Sarah, and Tom ð have been hard at work,  
studying and praying weekly for months.  
 
In my few opportunities to spend extra time with them, it is refreshing to see adults passionate and serious 
about their faith. I appreciate that Deacon Rick and Carol have created a space for prayer, study, and open  
discussion. I am proud of the hard work that they have put in and hope more and more parishioners will get to 
know them within and beyond the Easter Season. 
 
We must always remember that discernment is a gift to the Church: whether one is discerning to enter the 
Church at Easter, or God-willing a parishioner of ours considers priesthood, religious life as a brother or sister, 
or even the diaconate, each of these is a gift and an indication that the Spirit is at work in our community. For 
that, we should give thanks.  
 
3) Lastly, our Holy Week allows us to enter into the Mystery 
of our faith. Not just mystery generally said, but the Mystery. 
Life is swallowed up in death, but only that òdeath might die.ó 
 
The Author submits himself to creation. Life submits himself 
to death. Grace submits himself to sin. Justice to injustice,  
freedom to slavery, and innocence to the guilty.  
 
But all of this was part of Godõs plan. ôHe subjected himself to all 
things so that all would be subject to Him.õ  
 
I encourage you to participate in these mysteries: to attend 
Holy Thursday (7:00 P.M.), Good Friday (3:00 P.M.), and the 
Easter Vigil (8:00 P.M.). Bear witness to the beauty of the 
Gospel of Godõs great sign of Love. Be there to support  
those entering the Church.
