Dear Parish Family,
Thank you for allowing us to present our Annual Financial Report as we conclude another Church year.
Each year we share this report to remain transparent about the financial health of our parish and how your generous
donations are utilized. We deeply appreciate your continued support of our parish and its ministries.
Projects Completed This Year
One of our major projects this past summer was the refurbishment of the 270-ton chiller, which provides

air conditioning for our entire school building.

We also replaced the fence along the southwest side of our school campus and the _
priestds residence. The previous wooden
replaced with durable metal ones that will last much longer.

Finally, you may recall the scaffolding in our church in late summer. During that time, we repolished the brass work
around the crucifix and near the statues of St. Joseph and the Blessed Virgin Mary. These refinished features
beautifully complement the earlier restoration of our tabernacle and candle stands.

Plans For The Future

Some of you may have noticed the crack on the wall of our Parish Center, on the northeast side. After investigation,
we discovered the damage is foundation related. We are currently gathering bids to submit to the Archdiocese and
expect this to be a significant project to first stabilize the structure and then restore the building that hosts our classes,
athletic events, rallies, and celebrations. We will share more updates as the work begins.

In addition, we plan to address infrastructure issues within our church, particularly our HVAC system. These and
other improvements will be part of a new Capital Campaign, which we will present to our parish in the coming year.
At that time, | will share more about the vision and details for these important efforts.

Additional Remarks

Our parish and school staff have worked hard this year to improve day -to-day operations, for example,
implementing a new communication tool for teachers and parents. Recently, our school children visited several
nursing homes and independent living facilities for Halloween, a wonderful way to connect with our neighbors.

We have also seen our parishioners step forward in service through ministries such as The Port Ministries,
Uncl e Peteds Ministry, Th eandougHrcLife@ioupiwhaconyinue teCsertehwvih botte
charity and prayer.

* Through the generosity of our parishioners Inmaculate Conception received a $40,000 increase in Ordinary
Church Revenue. The majority of which was received through Give Central that increased 11% ower last fiscal
year. Christmas and Easter Collections were off compared to last year, but Other Church Revenue showed an
increase for the year over year. Salaries are up with our Associate Pastor Fr. Michael Wyrzykowski as well as
Utilities and Maintenance.

®* Immaculate Conception continues to provide various ministries to our community. Our Alpha program is in its 5th
year and continues to have a strong participation. Many of the alumni participate in the Connect Group.
Children's Liturgy of the Word, started in the fall of 2024 under the guidance of Julie Szwedo. the Liturgy of the
Word occurs at each Family Mass and the participation continues to grow. OCIA and Bible Study continues
under the guidance of Deacon Rick and Carol Moritz.

* The school continues to thrive under the guidance of Mrs. Canzoneri and Mrs. Fitzgerald. School enroliment
dropped, mostly because CPS opened all day Pre-K classes. Personnel and Books contributed to the increase
in expenses that led to a loss of $45,000. Efforts were made to enhance the security and leaming environment of
this multi generational school.

® Appreciation goes out to the Finance Committee, Parish Council, and School Board for their advice and time
given in supporting our parish and school. A great deal of thanks must be given to the Holy name Men's Club,
Parents Club and the TRIP Program for their fundraising efforts and sponsored community events that support our
Parish and School.
