As most of you are aware, we are currently experimenting with using two resources for
our worship. Both Breaking Brea@dnd Source & Summibring valuable traits to our
weekly liturgies. Source & Summidoes provide chant-based options for Psalms,
Acclamations, Antiphons, etc. It also includes many traditional hymns not found in
Breaking Bread

Breaking Breadn the other hand, provides more contemporary hymnody and a more diverse selection of Mass
settings. Both meet our needs as far as readings for the weekend and prayers common to the Mass. With that said,
Fr. Matt and | both understand that it can be somewhat confusing switching back and forth between the two resources
during our Masses.

To hopefully alleviate some of that confusion, we will be trying a new approach for a few months as an experiment.
Our liturgies will open with an Antiphon from  Source & SummitThis, in essence, will replace our opening hymn.
Following the procession, we will remain in Source & Summifor the entire Liturgy of the Word. This will allow our
congregation to follow the order of worship from its beginning through the conclusion of the Prayers of the Faithful
without the need to switch books.

Thank you for your patience as we continue to explore what works best for our
parish.
